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A Message from the Department Treasurer

Brothers and Sisters,
As we are coming to the end of another program year, I want to thank each of you for the hard work you have done for the Auxiliary. We know that it takes a team to keep things running smoothly. One person cannot carry the load alone. 
Here is the checklist of items that need to be completed before the end of the year:
· 31 March Audit completed by the trustees, presented (read) to the members at a regular meeting, and voted to be accepted and submitted to me no later than 31 May. If this is not received, the Auxiliary is in arrears, and the delegates will not be permitted to register to vote at the Department Convention.
· Department fundraiser raffles ticket stubs and monies sent back to me by 25 May. ***Please do not wait, and bring these to the Department Convention to turn these in.  There is so much going on at the Convention; this just adds unnecessary confusion. 

· Delegates to the Department Convention: Your list of delegates and alternates, along with the delegate dues, must be sent to me no later than 30 May. These are required even if no one from your Auxiliary will be attending the Convention. This is a requirement of the National Bylaws, Section 303 B (page 34). Remember, it is 1 delegate and 1 alternate for every 10 for every 10 members or fraction thereof, per the North Carolina Bylaws.  41 members mean 5 delegates, 5 alternates. The delegate fee is $ the 7 per delegate, plus $7 for the Auxiliary President, even if he or she is listed as a delegate or alternate.
· Vote on the amount of your Auxiliary Bond at your May meeting. You are required to vote on the amount, even if it is in your Auxiliary standing rules to pay the bond; you must vote on the amount to make sure you are covering the amount of funds in your Auxiliary treasury. The amount of the bond shall be a minimum of at least 1.25 times the amount of funds and value of the Auxiliary property.  The office of the President and the Treasurer are bonded, as these two signatures are required on all checks. Please check the National Bylaws, Section 814- E for more information on your bonds. By voting on the amount at your May meeting, the Auxiliary treasurer can go to MALTA in July as soon as it reopens to purchase your bond.  All bonds must be purchased before 31 August. 
NEW TREASURERS: First, thank you for accepting this very important and challenging position in your Auxiliary. I will be adding your name and email address to my contact list. You will receive memos and reminders from me throughout the month. Please make note of them and follow through.
