ERLINE MAYBERRY SCHOLARSHIP

The chairman stated that whereas there is now a program known as the ERLINE MAYBERRY SCHOLARSHIP and the Council of Administration should consider making a recommendation to the State Convention to set up an ERLINE MAYBERRY SCHOLARSHIP FUND.  Upon motion duly made and seconded the following Resolution was unanimously adopted.
Resolved that the Council recommend to the VFW Auxiliary, Department of North Carolina, that a Scholarship Fund be established and designated as “ERLINE MAYBERRY SCHOLARSHIP FUND”,  that the Fund be administrated by a committee    of  five (5) members to be elected by the Council of Administration of the VFW Auxiliary, Department of North Carolina.  That the committee shall be set up to serve for staggered terms of three (3) years each.  That the original board of five (5) committee members :  one shall be elected for a term of (1) year and thereafter the vacancy for a term of three (3) years:  two (2) for a term of two (2) years and thereafter their vacancy for a term of three (3) years, and two (2) for a term of three (3) years, and thereafter their vacancies for a term of three (3) years.
That the State President of the VFW Auxiliary, Department of North Carolina, shall each year designate a Chairman of the committee, said Chairman to be one of the five (5) committee members, that the President shall be an ex-officio member of the committee, without voting rights.

In the event of dissolution of the Erline Mayberry Scholarship Fund, the assets of the fund, at that time would be turned over to one or more Department Funds which themselves are exempt as funds described in sections 501 (C)  (3) and 170 (C) (2) of the Internal Revenue Code, or to the Federal, State, or Local government for exclusive public purpose.”
That the operation of the Scholarship Fund by the committee members be set up on a fiscal year basis of July 1 to June 30;  that the committee members be elected  at the June Council of Administration meeting each year at said State Convention.

That the committee members make a annual report to the State Convention in June of each year.

The accounts of the Erline Mayberry Scholarship shall be audited by the Department Audit Committee a minimum of two times per year. 
That the committee members be authorized to set up Rules and Regulations for 

the operation of the Erline Mayberry Scholarship Fund, regarding those eligible to apply for Scholarship Funds;  the terms for which   the Scholarship Funds are granted and such other rules and regulations  as may be necessary for the administration of the Scholarship Fund.

GUIDELINES FOR THE ERLINE MAYBERY SCHOLARSHIP

ELIGIBILITY

Be a rising senior in either a public, private, charter or home school.

Be the son, daughter, grandson, granddaughter, stepchild, or foster child of a current or immediate past year member of the Veterans of Foreign Wars or Veterans of Foreign Wars Auxiliary.  If deceased, must have been a member in good standing at the time of death.
Should there be an application from a new VFW Post or Auxiliary instituted between August 1st. and February 15th, any person wishing to apply through any of the above will be accepted.

The applicant must be recommended by an official of their school (principal, counselor) as scholastically and morally worthy of consideration for a Scholarship.
The applicant must intend to enroll in a two (2) or four (4) year school of higher learning.

The applicant must return the Preliminary Application to the Scholarship Chairman by April 15th.

The applicant must submit the FINAL APPLICATION WITH ALL REQUESTED MATERIALS TO THE Department Scholarship Chairman by April 15th.
The Committee members shall serve as the Scholarship Selection Committee.  The Department President will serve as ex-officio member without voting rights. Should any committee member be unable to attend the judging, the Department President shall appoint someone to serve in  his or her place.

Students may apply for both the Billy Ray Cameron/Otis N. Brown Scholarship along with the Erline Mayberry Scholarship, but will only win one Scholarship.
AWARDS

Five (5) individual $1.500 non-renewable Scholarships will be awarded each year.  Scholarships will be paid to the College in which the student enrolls, $750.00 for 1st semester, and $750.00 for the 2nd semester.
EVALUATING SCHOLARSHIP APPLICATIONS

A point system shall be used in evaluating each application as follows:


SCHOLARSHIP


0  - 10  POINTS


FINANCIAL NEED


0 -  10  POINTS


CHARACTER & SERVICE

0 -  10 POINTS

Character and service will be determined by the recommendations, application,

and paragraph of purpose.  (student will receive requested material with the

final application)

Each application shall be given a numerical evaluation by each member of the selection committee, and the total number of points will determine the winner.
PROCEDURE TO BE FOLLOWED BY AWARD WINNERS

Recipients will be notified by letter along with a form to be completed, and sent to our Department Treasurer.  The form the recipient needs to complete will be information needed before payment can be made to the College they will be attending.
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
